Radford "Rocky" Hansen, 84, of Campbell, formerly of Grand Island, passed
away on Saturday, September 9, 2023.

From 1960 to 1963 he was in the
Reserves. 

They lived in Grand Island
where Rocky was employed as a lineman for Southern Public Power formerly
known as REA. In 1991, Rocky became Area Manager for Phelps, Franklin
and Kearney counties and moved to Holdrege, NE. Rocky retired in 2002 and
in 2006 the couple relocated to Campbell, NE for retirement. 
Rocky was a lifetime member of the Methodist Church and served on the
board for 2 years at the Methodist Church in Minden, NE. 
Rocky loved the outdoors and enjoyed camping, boating and especially tubing
with his grandkids. He enjoyed playing cards and was an avid Nebraska
Huskers fan and above all enjoyed spending time with his beloved family.
